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Show Team Update!

Our Show Team for this year has been chosen and we are
in preparation for a busy year! Qur Show team has grown
to 13 members ranging from Year 5 to Year 10. Once again
we have been successful in achieving a place in the Upper
Hunter Beef Bonanza’s School Steer Challenge, which gives
us an Angus Steer with 1 tonne of feed to help in prepping
the animal for the Beef Bonanza in October.

Along with the help of our super GA Chris, the Year 9
Agriculture students have been responsible for ploughing
and sowing some wedge-tail wheat and oats at the Agplot
as part of their skills requirements. We have also acquired
a tandem axle trailer which, with the assistance of Allan
Ireland and Colin Glasgow, has a stock crate fitted for us to
use as transport to shows throughout the year.

The Tullibigeal community has been so helpful in assisting
with the running of the show team — thanks to the Dillon’s
and Helyer’s for supplying the wheat and oats, to Jenny
and Allan Ireland of Bygo Poll Dorset Stud for the donation
of show team shirts and a stock crate (even if it doesn’t
fit!) and Colin Glasgow for the loan of his stock crate. All
your help and generosity has been greatly appreciated.

Due to the popularity of the show team program this year
we are looking for donations of cattle (around 10-12
months of age) for the students to work with over the
coming months. This donation would be greatly
appreciated and would improve the experience had by

those students involved.

If you are interested in donating/helping out, there are a
few different options:

- Donating a heifer will be only for the months of
July-September. Once shows are over, the heifer
will be returned back to you

- Donating a steer — at the end of October, all
steers will be taken with the School Steer
Challenge Upper Hunter Beef Bonanza where
they will be sold to the slaughterhouse. You can
then receive payment for the steer (minus cost of
upkeep) or elect to allow the School to keep the
money for the Show Team for 2016

- Donate feed/hay or sell them to the school at a
reduced price
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This is not a budgeted program so it is run mainly on
fundraising by the Show team, through donations by the
community and from profits made off the cattle. It is an
amazing experience to see students getting such
enjoyment and important life skills from this program. It
also gives them a unique insight to the beef and meat
industry.

Peer Reading

This term Years 3-6 are trying out a new
program to strengthen K-2 reading skills.
This is a great opportunity for Years 3-6
as well, they are testing their teaching
skills and developing a new partnership
skill as well. So far we have read a few

books that are great books, thanks to Mrs

Analog: Dial-up Internet Access the old fashioned way O

Also called dial-up access, an analog Internet connection is both economical and slow. Using a modem
connected to your PC, users connect to the Internet when the computer dials a phone number (which is
provided by your ISP) and connects to the network. This is the slowest method to transfer data.

Internet over Satellite D

Internet over Satellite(IoS) allows a user to access the Internet via a satellite that orbits the earth. You would
have a satellite dish for your TV. As well as satellite TV you can have satellite data. It just means you pay
extra for data on top of your deal with Foxtel or whoever. Second slowest.

Wireless Internet Connections | |

Wireless Internet, or wireless broadband is one of the newest Internet connection types. It is typically more
expensive. Most smart phones offer a way to connect to wireless broadband. The cost for data on your phone
or through a wireless broadband dongle is 10 — 20 times dearer than ADSL. You can get a wireless dongle
that plugs into your computer or a wireless router which acts like a WiFi and allows more than 1 device to
hook up to the internet.

ADSL+2 - ADSL Extension |_|

I don’t really know the difference. This stuff uses the twisted pair of copper wires that comes with landline
telephones. It is quick enough for most things, including streaming Youtube videos.

ADSL can plug into your computer or can feed signal to a router, which can allow access to the internet for

more than 1 device. For example your Iphone could do internet through the router and not use any data off
your Iphone plan

Cable - Broadband Internet Connection [
This is like cable TV. It uses coaxial cable or fribre optic cable. Cable speeds range from 512 Kbps to 20

Mbps. I'm told we have glass at TCS and that our download speeds are up to 10Mbs. This would be the
quickest.
